All students enrolling in the Christian Academy of San Antonio are administered an assessment to identify the 
student’s skill level.  All teachers are required to administer a reading and math assessment. 

  
Once the completed application is turned in to the front office and reviewed, the parent will be contacted to set up 

an assessment date and time.   
 

Once the designated principal or assistant principal receives the assessment data, a staffing will be set to review 
the student’s application.  A staffing consists of reviewing all previous test scores, report cards, C.A.S.A. 
assessment, and the results of the student interview. Previous school’s recommendations are also considered.  In 
addition, a parent and student interview is conducted with administration to complete the application process. 
Students are admitted to C.A.S.A. on an individual and probationary basis after careful review of the above criteria. 
Parents will be phoned after the staffing to inform them of the student’s application status.
